Subject: Roadway at top of Galley Hill Allotment Site

Background/Introduction

The Council is the owner of the Galley Hill/Millfield Terrace Allotment site and the principal
user of the roadway that runs behind 19-32 Millfield Terrace to the Tower House. The
roadway provides access to the rear of the cemetery via a set of double gates for our tractor
and other ‘larger’ vehicles.

Current Position

The roadway is in urgent need of repair with several large potholes and loose debris
evident. Site access issues mean it is not possible to get a large load of planings to site nor
indeed a heavy roller. Hence the solution must be via a smaller vehicle and a road roller.

The Clerk has managed to obtain one quote to do this work, from one of our regular
contractors. The quote is between £1,200 and £1,500 dependant on final asphalt
requirement.

Another quote is being sought and may be available for the meeting. As a budget for the
work was already included in our overall 2017/18 budget the Clerk is seeking agreement to
accept the lowest quote to get the work done.

Subject: Sleaford Christmas Market 2018

The organisation of Sleaford Christmas market has through the years gone through a number of
changes in both the lead organisation and its funding support. In the 90’s although the event was
organised by an independent Committee, the Sleaford Chamber of Commerce played a significant
part in supporting the event. Key organisations such as the Sleaford Lions and the Rotary Club were
involved and represented on that Committee. It has in the past been supported financially by the
Chamber, commercial sponsorship, the then event umbrella of Sleaford Fanfare, the District Council
and Sleaford BID.

During those years the Council has become increasingly involved in the Christmas Market
organisation, latterly moving from a role of facilitating and providing support, wrestling with its
independence, to now finding itself solely responsible both in terms of resource and its financial
support.

In that same period of time the Council has moved from a position of making a donation, along with
others, to the Chamber of Commerce towards the provision of Christmas lights to being solely
responsible for the provision and cost of providing the lights. We continue to build on previous years
and whilst there may be room to progress further, we have now achieved a standard of credibility
that most people would at least accept and hopefully compliment.

If we are to both sustain and improve the Christmas market, given that the Council must be
financially prudent and amongst ourselves we have limited resources, we must re-engage with both
businesses and other organisations but first and foremost the community itself to help us achieve
this. Whilst we have always welcomed community participation in the event we have to
acknowledge we have had limited take up.

Following our 2017 Christmas Market people have come forward with constructive ideas to improve
the the market event but most importantly expressed a wish to be actively involved. This potential
energy and enthusiasm must be embraced at the earliest opportunity.



Recommendation
We therefore wish to propose the following:
¢ The Council actively engage with the Sleaford Christmas Market 2018 group.
e Arepresentative of the group is invited to the 2017 Christmas Market debrief meeting.

e Council re-examines the relationship between the organising group of the Christmas
market and the Council itself.

¢ The Council explores alternative formats including solely an evening event, a weekend
event to include both Saturday, Saturday evening and Sunday possibly embracing the

established farmers market or retaining the existing format.

e The Council seeks cooperation from NKDC that the Gifted event should coincide with the
same weekend as the Christmas Market.

¢ The Council liaises with neighbouring Councils to explore examples of best practice and
success with a view to replicating them within our own town

e The Council maintains its current financial support and seeks to facilitate the cooperation
of other organisations within the town to improve the Christmas Market event

Background/Introduction

Following the recent addition of more Christmas lights and the receiving back of several
road signs from LCC there is a short term needed for more storage capacity for the Council’s
equipment.

Current Position

A more permanent solution will be arranged linked into the refurbishment of Eastgate Car
Park and the Tractor Shed; in the meantime, the Clerk would like to enter into a short term
lease (up to one year) for a storage container at a secure site in Sleaford. The cost will be up
to £1,100 for a 12-month lease.

Subject: North Kesteven Homelessness Forum — recent meeting 15" November 2017
Background/Introduction

This was a multi- disciplinary meeting chaired by the Deputy Housing Officer at NKDC. She
gave us an overview of the Homeless Reduction Act which comes into force next April. (At
the moment only a specific group are given priority. This will change to include everyone.)

Also, all agencies will refer into the local authority direct from next September.

The number of rough sleepers has increased dramatically. In Lincoln there are 27 an
increase of 90%. Sleaford has 5 at the moment. All have complex needs. The Addaction
outreach officer who works with them stated that those in Sleaford don't want to engage in
attempts to rehome them. They have family ties locally and wish to remain there.
Framework have 5 emergency and 16 non emergency beds in Sleaford. You need to prove a
local connection to Sleaford at present. This will no longer apply when the Act comes into
force.

Once the universal credit benefit comes into force claimants will have to take responsibility
for paying their rent direct to the landlord. The representatives from the Jobcentre
discussed how they would attempt to support claimants during the initial rollout of the
benefit change. The New Life Church were also concerned at the change . They have seen
the number of referrals to their Community Larder increase by 59% from last year. (430
referrals have been made to them this year so far!)

At present NKDC don't accept referrals from agencies like PE3. This was confirmed by the
Burton Solicitors' worker who represents clients facing eviction from their home. SKDC and
the County Council both have ' joined up' thinking with agencies it was agreed. The Chair
accepted this and confirmed her authority would take this on board!
