All activity for our 2016/17 financial year is now complete so | can report to Council and
seek approval of the final accounts. The accounts have to be submitted for external audit by
June 5% and the public inspection period covering 30 working days will start the day after
this and run to mid July 2017

Current Position

The year end position in terms of spending/income against budgets produces a ‘surplus’ of
£67k.

The main reasons for this are:

Car park income £22k higher than budget
Town Hall rent/mortgage £14k less than budget
Savings on utilities f 6k

Underspent on fees £ 3k

Unspent on dog bins f 3k

Underspend on digger hire £ 2.5k

Underspend on Skate Park maintenance £ 2.5k
Sale of old vehicles/equipment £ 5k
Underspent on grants/awards £ 4k

Underspend on grounds maintenance f 4k
