This addendum is submitted in response to matters raised by the Case Officer following an

initial review of the application submission.

In response to the concerns raised, the addendum will examine the relevant local planning

policies, and will provide an evaluation relevant to the scheme.

The Case Officer has raised comments in relation to the impact of the development in respect
of parking provision, along with design concerns relating to the scale and appearance of the

proposed development.

Before moving on to respond to each of these issues, it is important to reiterate that the clients
team firmly believe the scheme as submitted is and was acceptable. The proposals followed
the discussions held with the Local Planning Authority at pre-application stage where it was
generally agreed that the site could accommodate the number and nature of development
proposed, that parking was not an issue due to the Town Centre location, and that subject to

design and appearance the proposals would be supported.

That said, the clients team have reviewed the proposals and the supporting justification and

would wish to respond as follows:

Parking issues

Having reviewed the adopted Local Plan, it is clear that there are no specific policies relating
to parking provision, and that a balanced and considered approach to parking provision within

developments must be taken. This is reflected within the following paragraphs below:

4.7.10 Parking provision can affect the design of development, the amenity of cccupiers and users,
the amenity of neighbours and the efficient and safe use of the highway. The amount of
parking provided can influence people’s transport choices and is scmetimes seen as being
linked to economic prosperity. An over-provision of car parking can lead fo unattractive, car
dominated environments that are unsafe for non-car users particularly the young, the elderly
and those with restricted mobility, whilst an under-provision of car parking can lead to unsuitable
or unsafe on-street parking and is argued, may affect the vitality and viability of some centres.
A balanced approach to parking provision, when used as part of a package of measures, can
promote sustainable transport choices and provide attractive and safe environments whilst
ensuring that sufficient parking is provided to meet local needs.

4.7.11 Itis not proposed to set specific parking standards within this Local Plan but rather to allow
for each proposal to be considered on a case by case basis. All development sheuld carefully
assess its parking needs taking intc account the accessibility of the development; the type,
mix and use of development; the availability of and opportunities for public transport; local
car ownership levels; the existing available car parking provision close to the development
site and an overall need to reduce the use of high-emission vehicles, as stated in the NPPF.
Development should consider user's needs, impact on neighbouring users and the safe and
efficient use of the highway network and consider imaginative solutions for car share facilities,
powerad two wheeler and cycle parki 3 and enabling domestic electric vsehlc!e charging
points. The Manual for Streets 2007) and Manual for Streets 2 (201 0) ! provide guidance
on the principles that should normally be followed. All development should justify the level of
parking provided and the design of such parking.
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
