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The joint Panel Lead expressed the need for all Councillors to support future events
especially the upcoming Christmas Market. The Service Team were thanked for their
continued support.

7.3 Services — The Panel Lead gave a brief verbal update following their meeting on
7" November 2017.

Finance

8.1 Regular Direct Debits/Standing Orders for retrospective approval - IT WAS
RESOLVED to approve the list totalling £19,933.04. Vote: for 12 —against 0 —
abstained 0. The Resolution was carried.

8.2 BACS payments made for retrospective approval — IT WAS RESOLVED to
approve the list totalling £679.02.

The bank mandate to be amended when the current Councillor
Vacancy has been filled.

Internal Affairs

9.1 Dispensation for Council Tax Setting — The Clerk asked for the Council to note
that a blanket dispensation for the setting of Council Tax and Precept is no longer
required.

9.2 Panels — Council to receive nominations and approve appointments to the HR
Panel, the Services Panel and the Culture, Events and Markets Panel, following
recent resignations. It was agreed to defer this item until the current Councillor
vacancy is filled.
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9.3 Outside Bodies - Sleaford United Charities — Clir D Suiter’s report was noted.
Following a recent resignation to this Outside Body, it was agreed that Clir S Dale, is
to be STC's second representative.

9.4 Internal Audit Inspection October 2017 — The Internal Auditors Inspection was
noted, together with the requirement to update the Financial Regulations.

It was noted that the Council need to review the appointment of the Internal Auditor
for the administration period commencing 15t April 2018 onwards. It was agreed to
make a recommendation to the next Full Council meeting to approve the current
Iinternal Auditor.

10.2 Eastgate Car Park Banners — The Clerk answered questions in relation to cost
implications. IT WAS RESOI.VED to agree to utilising up to two of the banner spaces
with the cost to be covered from the existing advertising budgets. The Culture,
Events and Market Panel to oversee any advertising on any banners.

External Affairs

11.3 Sleaford Recreation Ground Footpath Extension — There was a brief discussion
which included the need for a 3-meter-wide footpath; the difficulty in obtaining
three quotes. It was suggested that the Clerk advertises the Council is seeking
suitably qualified tradespeople who are prepared to quote for Council work.

It was agreed to defer this item to allow further quotes to be obtained.

11.4 Contribution to annual CCTV running costs — IT WAS RESOLVED that the Town
Council continues to provide a contribution of £5,000 per annum towards the
running costs of the town’s CCTV system. This to be reviewed on an annual basis.

Dear Kevin,

Thank you for accepting my request to attend the Sleaford Town Council meeting on 29" November 2017.

I last attended the Town Council with draft plans in January 2017. The planning application for 43 houses was submitted in June 2017 (17/0880/FUL) and
Sleaford Town Council responded in July 2017:

17/0880/FUL — Orchard House, Rauceby Hospital, Grantham Road — STC wishes to comment on concerns as to the conservation of the trees and
suggest that any TPO's on the site are observed with only dead or diseased trees to be removed.

Following discussions with planning officers, amended plans will be submitted in late November 2017, including the attached amended site plan. Compared
with the June 2017 plans, | highlight the following key changes:

The number of houses has fallen from 43 to 40.

Changes to the two parking courtyards. This will reduce distances between parked cars and houses.

A long, linear row of houses from plots 28 to 34 to run parallel to the main access road. The row is broken by a pair of semis at 33 and 34, with parking
to the side and rear.

More distance between proposed houses and the nearest existing houses on Murrayfield Avenue and Orkney Close.

A pedestrian route between plots 32 and 33.

The row of houses fronting Murrayfield Avenue, as a group, have changed their designs to respond more positively to the vernacular of the former
hospital building Orchard House (to be demolished), the historic core of Greylees and interwar domestic vernacular. Thus design features for plots 1, 35
to 40 include hipped roofs, bay windows, large windows, arched doorways, chimneys and subtle variation of materials, including hanging tiles.

I would like to explain these changes in more detail at the town council meeting, answer any questions and hopefully gain your support for the proposal. Please
pass this message and the attached plan to your members.
